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Newport On-Shore Marina, Inc., the “Marina” is a privately owned condominium association formed as a Rhode Island corporation.  

“The Marina Association was formed to generally promote the welfare of its members; to provide a forum for the exchange of ideas relative to policies; to promote and operate in accordance with the Rules of the Marina Ownership; and to do all the acts and things necessary or appropriate to the ordinary and necessary operation and maintenance of the Marina.”   Article 1, By-Laws.
OVERVIEW


The Marina is governed by the Marina Declaration and By-Laws that established the Marina in accordance with the Condominium Act of Rhode Island.  The Marina Board of Directors has set forth the below Rules and Regulations to provide a basis for the operation and management of the Marina as well as guidelines for Owners, renters, guests, invitees and employees.

The Rules and Regulations have been established over time to account for most situations at the Marina.  New Rules and Regulations have been added to address problems that have occurred and where existing Rules have not been adequate. It is the responsibility of  the Owner’s to be familiar with the Rules & Regulations, as well as the By-Laws and  Condominium Declaration.

Reasonable consideration, good manners and respect of neighbors, adjacent boaters, their guests and invitees go a long way to solving any problems between parties.  The Rules and Regulations are guidelines only and are needed for enforcement, when all else fails.  

The Marina management and staff are responsible for the day to day management of the Marina.  Enforcement of the Rules and Regulations, including any violations or concerns should first be address to them during the operating hours of the Marina.  In the event of an emergency, safety concern or continued unresponsiveness to these Rules & Regulations, Officers or Board members of the Marina may take immediate action to resolve the problem or issue at hand.

The Board has set penalties and fines for violations of the Rules and Regulations, where applicable.  Under the By-Laws of the Marina, the Board may deny the use and enjoyment of violator’s Marina Unit or Slip, without a reduction in any Maintenance or other Fees due.  Renters, under their Lease may be subject to termination of the Lease and the restriction of privileges of the Marina and its facilities as well as removal from the Marina and Slip Leased.
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RULES & REGULATIONS

1. PRIVILEGES & PAYMENT OF FEES

Privileges of use of the Marina and its facilities is granted each season upon the timely payment of all Maintenance & Special Assessment Fees due, along with any other outstanding charges to each Slip’s account.  Accounts that are not paid up to date, will not receive these privileges.  

Leases are approved by the Marina management for Slip’s whose Owner’s account is current.  As such, Leases will not be approved and therefore, are not valid for Slips with accounts in arrears.  Occupancy of these Slips and use of services and privileges will be restricted.  The management and placing of slips into the transient income pool will also be restricted for any slips whose accounts are not paid in full. 

Restriction of services and privileges for unpaid accounts may include, but not limited to; no parking permit, no bathroom/ showers and laundry key, no access to water at the Slip and no electricity at the Slip.  

2. OPERATING SEASON

The Marina’s operating Season is established each spring by the Board of Directors for that year.  Generally, the Marina opens on May 1 and closes on October 15.  Services will not be provided before or after these dates and boats are prohibited from early or late occupancy. Boats violating this provision will be subject to penalties and towing.

All boats berthed in the Marina shall be registered with the Marina.  Each boat shall be owned by the Owner of the Marina Slip that the boat occupies or shall be owned by the Lessee of the Marina Slip that it occupies under a valid Standard Marina Lease, properly filled out, with the appropriate signatures of Landlord and Tenant, and acknowledged by the Marina.

3. GUEST VESSEL REGISTRATION – Slip Owners Only.

Any and all guests boats of an Owner are required to register with the Marina office prior to, but in no event later than arrival at the Marina.  Registration must include written permission to use the slip for the vessel in question, signed by the owner of record of the slip and stating the starting date and ending date of stay. Registration shall also include all necessary pertinent vessel and owner information as required in the Standard Lease, including insurance information registration certification and owner information.    Said vessel’s captain, crew and guests will be responsible for adhering to all Rules and Regulations of the Marina.  The Slip Owner shall be responsible for all actions of this guest vessel and its crew and guests, including providing them with a copy of the current rules and regulations, any bathroom key and parking pass that may be applicable.    Vessels not adhering to this policy will not be granted privileges of occupying a slip or services in the Marina and shall be considered trespassing. 
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The marina will charge the slip owner, unless instructed in writing to charge the guest a daily fee for the marina’s administration, management and responsibility of the vessel as cared for using the same care and consideration extended to all vessels in the marina.  This marina fee will be the marina’s standard portion of the applicable transient boater fee.  No exceptions will be made to this charge.

Seasonal and Transient Renters do not have any Guest Vessel Privileges.  Any vessels other than the vessel listed per the lease or transient rental agreement is subject to the applicable daily rental rate, and/or removal from the Marina.

4. INSURANCE

Individual boat insurance for each boat in the Marina is a requirement of the Marina’s overall insurance policies.

All boats, including slip owner’s, seasonal renters, guests and transient rentals in the Marina are required to provide the Marina with a copy of a valid boat insurance policy, with a minimum of $500,000 liability coverage. No Lease is valid or privileges will be extended to any boater who does not comply with this rule.  

Seasonal renters and those guests who stay more than 1 month shall add the marina as an “extra insured” on there insurance policy.

5. VESSEL AND VESSEL OWNER INFORMATION

All Owners, Tenants and guest boaters are required to provide the Marina with boat owner and boat information, as well as any other reasonably additional information requested by the Marina before occupying any Marina Slip.

6. VESSEL REGISTRATION

All boats in the Marina are required to be Federal and/or State registered, including identified, marked and equipped as required by such registering agencies. All boats in the Marina are required to operate safely, be properly maintained and in compliance of all governmental agencies.

7. VESSEL SIZE AND TONNAGE

No vessel shall be greater than the slip size specifications, as specified per the Marina Declaration and By-Laws and for which it is berthed.  Vessels shall be cognizant of their size and the impacts of windage and gross vessel tonnage on the slips and docking system that they occupy.  The Marina, in its sole discretion shall limit the size of vessels that dimensions, windage and /or tonnage shall place an unreasonable strain on the Marina’s dock system and /or burden adjoining slips from access / departure or other uses..

Seasonal and transient renters, as well as guest vessels who exceeds the slip dimensions shall be subject to the Marina’s management acceptance of their use 
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of the slip and facilities.  These vessels shall be charged the going rate for any part of a vessel that exceeds said slip dimensions and therefore occupies the common area of the Marina.  Such over sized charges shall accrue to the Marina.

Owners of slips, whose vessels occupy their own slips may reasonably exceed the slip dimensions, if not encumbering adjacent slip boaters and placing demands and strain on the Marina’s overall docking system.  

No vessel shall occupy more than one slip. 

8. HOUSE BOATS

No Houseboats are allowed in the Marina.

9. VESSEL TIE-UP

All boats are to be safely secured in their assigned Slip, by the Owner/Captain and crew of said boat in manner of standard practice and acceptable to the Marina management.

10. VESSEL ACCESS AND KEYS

In the event of emergency or as provided for in the By-Laws, Standard Lease or as reasonably determined by the Marina Management, access to and the moving of vessels may be necessary for the general safety and protection of the Marina. Owners and Tenants are requested to provide Marina Management with a set of main door/hatch keys and ignition keys for emergency access and to move boat under said emergency or as otherwise needed.  Boats failing to provide such access shall be subject to a forced entry by the Marina Management in case of emergency or as otherwise provided for by the Lease and/or By-Laws.  The Marina will not be liable for damages to any vessels related to the need for forced entry and moving of a vessel.

11. TRANSIENT RENTAL

Transient rental service is provided as an accommodation for Owners who may not be using their slips from time to time.  Said service shall be provided on a “as staff is available basis.”  The staff is limited and it is recognized that the primary service of the staff is to assist owners and seasonal renters.  When available, Marina management and staff will provide transient dockage services to Owner’s whose slips are noticed vacant to the Marina as per the Policy on Transient dockage. 

Upon the submittal of a current year W-9 tax Form, Owner’s whose accounts are fully paid will be eligible for Transient Rentals for their slip.  

Once eligible for Transient Rental, the slip Owner shall notify the Marina Office in writing when the slip is vacant and available for rental.  General blanket statements will not be acceptable. The Marina will then consider each slip available as entered into the Marina’s log for rental during the specific times requested.  Transient rentals will be assigned Slip spaces on a rotating basis of the 
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Slips then available and as appropriate to their size. 

An owner may allow another vessel to use his/her slip provided the owner of the slip informs the Dock Master prior of such.

The vessel using the owner’s slip shall provide proof on insurance.

There will be a $25.00 per night administration fee.
12. ALTERATIONS & ADDITIONS TO DOCKS

Owners and tenants shall not mar, deface, drive screws or nails or make any additions or alterations to the Slip, adjacent finger piers, docks or any other facilities in the Marina.  Owners and tenants must first acquire the written permission of the Marina before any alterations and or additions shall be made. 

All piers and docks shall be kept free and clear of any dinghies or other personal gear.  Any dock boxes or steps shall be of size and materials and in a location approved by the Marina in writing.
13. PARKING

Parking is a limited resource.  Use of the Marina’s parking area is on a first-come first serve basis.  Owners with paid accounts and Tenants’ with valid leases will be provided one parking permit per slip.

Parking is provided to Marina Owner’s and Tenant’s who properly display a current year parking permit.  Parking is valid only in designated areas, as outlined in EXHIBIT B..  All parking shall be between marked lines and in consideration of others needing to use the adjacent spaces. 

Trucks, commercial vehicles, trailers and other oversized vehicles are specifically prohibited.

Parking permits shall only be used by the slip owner or a seasonal Tenant with a current valid lease.  Guests of owners may use the slip owner’s parking pass with permission of the marina management.

Guests of seasonal Tenants and Transient renters are not allowed to use parking passes.   

Outside contractors, employees, or other non-guests may not use parking permits.  

During 8:00am until 5:00pm of non-holiday weekdays, outside contractors, employees or other non-guests of Owner and Tenants may seek a temporary parking pass while working on a boat. Said parking passes are available for temporary workers on a boat if adequate parking spaces are available and at management’s discretion. No temporary parking passes will be issued on weekends and holiday periods or for overnight stays.


    The Marina management may restrict parking during special events such as; Tall Ships, Festivals and other peak periods.  Notice will be posted at the Marina Office during such times. 
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Parking is prohibited from fire lanes, unmarked areas, non-Marina designated spaces and anywhere within the Marina’s and Newport On-Shore Timeshare Resort’s parking areas.  

The Marina has several restricted parking spots within the Timeshare Resort’s parking which are provided only for the use of Marina staff and Officers; thus providing for more spaces within the Marina’s designated areas for Owners and Tenants’ displaying valid parking permits.  Any other vehicles using the these restricted spaces will be towed. 


     Any trailers, commercial vehicles, non-permitted vehicles or other obstructions 

will be subjected to towing without notice, as well as any vehicles displaying parking permits that are not in valid parking spaces.  The Marina has authorized  towing from the Timeshare Resort, fire lanes and other illegal spaces.  These Rules & Regulations serve as notice prior to towing.  Further notice is not provided. 

Non-compliance of the parking Rules & Regulations will result in penalties and 

fines, including, as needed towing.  Upon continued violations – the revocation of parking privileges and the permit will be sought.

14. BATHROOMS. SHOWERS & LAUNDRY FACILITIES

Bathrooms, Showers & Laundry Facilities are of limited size.  Owners, Tenants and their guests and invitees agree to use and maintain these facilities in a clean, safe manner, including cleaning up after individual usage.  All are required to keep this area secure and safe by keeping the entry door closed and reporting problems.. Keys will be issued to only slip owners or seasonal tenants.  

No Smoking is allowed in the bathroom, showers & laundry areas.  No washing of dishes, etc. is allowed.  No pets shall be allowed in the Bathroom, Showers & Laundry areas.

15. PICNIC & GRILLS

Picnic and Grill Areas are of a limited size and provided on a non-exclusive basis. Owners and Tenants along with their guests and invitees shall maintain these areas in a clean and safe manner.  All users shall take care and maintain safety in operating gas grills.  No more than one grill and table is to be used by any one Slip Owner or Tenant and their guests and invitees. The number of guests and invitees shall not exceed the number of passengers normally accommodated on owner’s boat.  
Use of the grills and picnic areas shall be restricted from 9:00am until 10:00pm.  Use shall be reasonable with considerations of others, both those using the picnic tables and grills as well as those vessels in the general area of the picnic area. 

No Smoking is allowed in the picnic areas.  
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No pets shall be allowed in the picnic areas, including on or around the picnic tables or grills.

16. USE OF PIERS, GANKPLANKS, WALKWAYS AND DOCKS

Docks, piers, walkways and gangplanks are for access to and from Boats.  No fishing, diving, swimming or loitering on docks and piers is allowed.  No chairs, tables or items on docks, walkways and piers are allowed. Docks, walkways, gangplanks and piers shall be keep free and clear for access for others.

17. WATER

Potable Water in Newport is a limited and expensive resource and needs to be conserved.  Water is provided for needed and reasonable uses. Water shall not run un-attended. Violators are subject to fines and penalties.   

18. ELECTRICITY

Electricity is provided via individual metered connections and will be billed separately to each Owner. Owners and Tenants are responsible for proper connection and usage of approved marine electrical cords. Overloading or tampering of the electrical supply shall be deemed a serious safety violation.

The Marina shall not be liable for any damages resulting from electricity being shutoff because of storms, non-payment of rent or owner’s accounts or end of season shutdown.  All vessels shall be self-supporting and shall not rely on the marina electricity for maintaining any safety or operating systems.

19. SWIMMING., FISHING, TRAPS, SKATEBOARDS, BIKES and MOPEDS..

Swimming, fishing, including cleaning and disposal of fish parts, lobster traps, bicycling, skateboarding, roller skating, mopeds, motorcycling is prohibited from the Marina, its docks, piers and surrounding property.  

20. SHIP SHAPE VESSELS

No laundry, rags, For Sale or other commercial signs, banners, gear or other paraphernalia shall be hung, attached or secured to any boat, float, walkway, dock, pier or piling or in any common areas of the Marina.  All boats shall be kept in a clean, ship shape and orderly manner.

21. DISCHARGES & POLLUTION

No boat shall discharge, or cause, or suffer to be discharged, any sewage, oil, fuel, trash, garbage, litter or other form of pollutant in the Marina or adjacent waters and must abide by all federal and state laws.  Any discharge will be subject to penalties and fines and/or removal of boat from the Marina.  Marina will report all discharges to appropriate Federal, State and local agencies. 
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The Marina does not have a pump out facility.  Owners and Tenants are responsible for proper care and controls not to discharge any effluent or sewage into waters of the Marina or adjacent area. All head discharge thru-hulls must be locked while berthed in the Marina.

Pump out is available through several other harbor fuel and marina facilities as well as though harbor pump out boats.  Boaters should familiarize themselves with said facilities and services.  

Pump out via service boats shall only be performed at non-peak usage times of the Marina and in consideration of your neighbors.

22. QUIET ENJOYMENT

The Marina and its amenities are a privately owned and family friendly facility.  The quiet enjoyment of the Marina and its facilities by all is a requirement of Rules and Regulations of the Marina.  

Owners, Tenants, their guests, invitees, agents, employees and sub-contractors shall conduct themselves within the Marina premises and facilities or on any boat in the Marina is a manner that is not a hazard to other boats and such that they does not cause disturbances, annoyances, and are not a nuisance to others. 

Bright deck/cockpit lights on Owner’s boat shall not shine onto other boats and should not be used for extended periods of time while berthed. Such lighting shall be turned off at 10:00pm.

Reasonable noise levels shall be maintained during daytime and early evening hours. Unless stated otherwise, between the hours of 10:00pm and 9:00 am, Owners and Tenants shall cause any noises to be kept at a reduced level. Loud music, televisions, operating engines and generators, parties, etc. are sources of noise need to be controlled and respected.  Consideration of neighbors and time of day is expected by all.  Generally, from 10:00pm until morning, such offensive activities shall be restricted.  Determination of noise levels and offensive behavior will be at the discretion of the Marina, officers, directors, employees and agents.

Owners and Tenants shall entertain guests and invitees in such safe and reasonable numbers as can be safely held on their boat.  Entertaining of guests and invitees is prohibited from all docks, walkways, gankplanks and piers.  

The Picnic and Grill areas are open from 9:00am until 10:00pm daily and subject to similar rules of quiet enjoyment, as stated herein.

23. WORKING ON BOATS

Work performed on boats shall be of a minor, non-disruptive basis.  Major repairs are to be done off site, away from the Marina and its facilities.  No work shall cause the inconvenience or disruption of use of other boats in the Marina.  Noise, dust, offensive odors and other items deemed offensive are prohibited.  

Work shall generally take place after 9:00am and end by 5:00pm during non-
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holiday week days, Monday through Friday.  Reasonable washing, general cleaning and similar activities shall be allowed on weekends and holidays, as long as it is not disruptive to others.  No hazardous work shall be permitted in the Marina.  The Marina Management shall be the sole determination of such       activities.   

24. TRASH & DISPOSAL OF OIL, etc…

            All trash, garbage and other refuse shall be packed appropriately and placed for 

disposal in the trash container provided by the Marina.

Oil, fuel, batteries, dangerous and flammable chemicals are prohibited from disposal in the Marina and in the Marina’s trash containers.  Such items are restricted by law and must be disposed of properly.  Recycling is encouraged.

25. FUEL & COMBUSTABLES


    No fuels or other combustibles shall be stored or sold in the Marina.  Small     

            portable tank(s) for outboard motors may be stored on boats, with proper safety 

            and care. All flammables stored on boats must meet local and USCG regulations.

26. FIRES

No open fires or flames or barbeque grills of any type are permitted at any time in the Marina or on a boat within the Marina, except for USCG approved galley stoves and the grills provided for by the Marina at the Picnic Area.

27. PETS / DOGS


Dog Rules and Regulations

 “Only owners or tenants may have dogs or other pets in the Marina and on boats   

 berthed in the Marina.

 All pets must be legally licensed and on a leash and suitably confined or

 restrained at all times.

 Pets are to be kept on Owner’s or Tenant’s boat, unless being transferred to and 

 from the Marina.

 Pets may not be tied to any Marina fixture, at any time, including piers, pilings,

 fences, gangways, railings and picnic tent.

 Pets are prohibited from the bath, shower and laundry areas as well as the picnic

 areas. 

 Pets must be kept quite and shall not create nuisances or disturbances.

 Pets that are deemed dangerous are prohibited from the Marina, including any

 boats in the Marina.

 Owners and Tenants that have pets are required to take them away from the ocks, 

 piers, picnic and common areas for toileting.

 Pet waste is required to be picked up and cleaned from the Marina by the pet

 owner and disposed of properly, in accordance with the City Of Newport’s

 Ordinance.”

 There will be  $300.00 deposit.
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 Each offense will be a $100 Fine.

 Biting will be an automatic removal of the pet from the premises.

28. DINGHIES, TENDERS, SKIFFS AND ACCESSORY BOATS

Dinghies, tenders, skiffs, kayaks and other small boats shall be stored aboard berthed boats or placed elsewhere at the direction of the Marina management.

29. VESSEL SAFETY

The safety of a boat shall be the sole responsibility of the Owner of the boat.  The Marina, its employees, Board of Directors and Officers do not assume any responsibility for the protection of boats or damage to boats at any time in the Marina.

30. LIVE ABOARDS


    Living aboard boats for longer than seven consecutive days, must be approved in

           advance and in writing by the Marina Management.  Houseboats and other similar

           vessels are prohibited from the Marina.

31. MARINA SEASON

 The Marina will be in commission from May 15 through October 15 of each year,     unless the season is expanded or contracted by the Board.  No Owner or Tenant shall utilize the Marina except during the season, as stated by the Board.

32. CONTRACTORS AND SERVICE PROVIDERS

All outside contractors must register with the Marina and provide a copy of a currently valid policy of insurance with $1,000,000 of liability prior to engaging in any work. 

Contractors are responsibility for the removal and disposal of all trash and refuse. No hazardous waste shall be disposed of in the Marina’s trash receptacles.

Contractors shall park in accordance with the parking rules associated with outside contractors. 

Contractors shall be knowledgeable and abide by all Rules and Regulations and be subject to them, including operating within approved work hours, quiet enjoyment and other rules.

33. CHARTERING & COMMERCIAL SLIP USAGE

Chartering of boats or other commercial uses, except “special slips” (1 through 5) as provided for in the By-Laws is prohibited from the Marina.  Advertising and soliciting for chartering is prohibited.

34. LEASES

There is a $50.00 Lease Administration Fee.

All Leases must be of the current approved Marina form.  Only those leases that are properly and fully filled out and acknowledged by the Marina are considered valid leases and will be accepted by the Marina.  

All leases must be for a term of not less than 30 days. 

No Owner may lease out or allow a non-registered boat, paying rent or not, into their Slip without written notice to the Marina including; a current lease form and  all the pertinent renter/user information, including insurance policy and other boat information required by the Marina.  The Marina will provide acknowledgement of this information.

35. WAIVERS

The Marina Board may, upon good reason grant waivers to certain Rules in Regulations, on a case by case basis.

36. RAFTING

No “rafting” of any boat is allowed in the Marina.

37. PWC/ JET SKIS

There shall be no operation of any jet-ski, PWC, etc. in the Marina.

38. It is the responsibility of each Owner/Tenant to bring to the Marina management’s attention any situation that may endanger any persons, boats or property as soon as known.

39. It is the responsibility of each Owner, Tenant and their guests and invitees to be familiar with the Marina’s emergency plan evacuation plan, storm plan and fire and safety procedures.

40. The Marina management has the right and responsibility to issue an emergency evacuation notice and all boats must be immediately removed upon such issuance.
